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What Is The Difference Between Market Leader Most Recent Import And Since Last Login

When reports are imported into the database, the date and time of import is stored in the database.  The Most Recent Import command searches for reports that have the most recent date/time stamp.  If there are multiple users in the database, this option will show you the newest reports that were imported regardless of who imported them.  In fact, if one user is importing at the same time another user chooses to view the Most Recent Import, the second user will see whatever reports are currently being imported that very moment by the other user.

The Since My Last Login command is only available when using a shared database.  It searches for reports that have been imported since the last time you logged into the database, regardless of who imported them.

Example: 

Suppose Joe imports 10 reports into the database. Then Dave logs in, and he imports 3 more reports.  If Dave views the Most Recent Import - All, he will 3 reports.  If he views Since My Last Login - All, he will see 13 reports (because since his last login, 13 reports have been imported - his and Joe's).  Now if Greg logs in and views the Most Recent Import - All, he will see 3 reports.  If he views Since Last Login - All, he will see all 13.  If Greg imports 20 more reports, those 20 become the Most Recent Import for him and any other user.  Now, if he views Since Last Login - All, he will see 13 + 20 = 33 reports.
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
